	10th Grade

	Goal/Objective
	Students will explain characteristics of positive and negative role models.

	Minimum Time Required
	30 min

Step by Step Instructions:

1. Introduce the lesson by asking students to :

a. List 5 people in the media they feel are positive role models and why.

b. List 5 people in the media they feel are negative role models and why.

2. Compare and discuss the students’ answers.
3. Dependent on student learning styles, students may choose to create a poster of a famous person which depicts their qualities as role models.  Students who are more capable as writers may work with the artistically inclined student to create a description of that person’s role model qualities.  The posters may be posted in the classroom or in the halls of the school.
