Common Interview Questions
	Grade Level
	12th Grade

	Goal/Objective
	Students will respond effectively to common job interview questions.

	Minimum Time Required
	30 minutes

	Materials/Resources
	 H   Handout of “Common Interview Questions” (attached)


Step by Step Instructions:

1. In this lesson, students will be asked to respond to various common interview questions.
2. Using the “Common Interview Questions” worksheet, explain that these are questions that students will be asked in most interviews.  The goal is to have the students become comfortable and competent in answering these questions.

3. A variety of options may be used:

Ask for one student to be willing to do a mock interview; 
Ask various students each of the interview questions so that the students can practice their responses;  

Break the group into pairs and have them take turns being the interviewer and the interviewee, using the questions on the following page.

4. At the end of the allotted time, ask students  what questions they found to be easy to answer and what questions they need to work on before going into an interview.

1. Tell me something about yourself.

2. What are your strengths?

3. What are your weaknesses?

4. Why should I hire you for this job?

5. Where do you see yourself in five years? Or, what are your future plans?

6. How do you feel your education has prepared you to handle this job?

7. Can you get recommendations?

8. What do you know about our company/business?

9. Why do you want to work for us?

10. What kind of work do you like to do?

11. What extra-curricular activities did you, or do you, participate in at high school?

12. Do you prefer working alone or with others?

13. How do you feel about working overtime?

14. Are you looking for permanent or temporary work?

15. What salary do you expect to receive?

16. What specific things can you do for this organization?

17. Why do you want this job?  Why here?

18. Are you willing to go where the company sends you?

19. How long do you expect to work?

20. Do you have any questions? 

These are just some of the common interview questions that you may be asked during a job interview.  You should practice answering them so that when the time comes you will be well-prepared and not give the impression of being unsure of your answers.
